· The NGA is a member organisation, with a volunteer Board, drawn from governors from all over England. From its offices in Birmingham, a small professional staff manages the organisation and co-ordinate services to members.
· It is independent and is not aligned with any political party.
· Officers and Directors of NGA meet regularly with Ministers and work with DCSF and most other partner organisations in the world of education. This work covers every aspect of education and schools; from curriculum to inspection and evaluation; from leadership and succession planning to workforce remodelling; and from education funding to Building Schools for the Future.
· The NGA works for governors by: 
· Supporting local governor associations and governing bodies. 
· Lobbying ministers and policy makers. 
· Producing high quality guidance and information.
