Guidance on Design for PE and Sport
The design process should enable you to translate your vision for PE and Sport into reality. Careful consideration needs to be made to the resourcing of expertise to support the design process. The SHG members may choose to bring in additional expertise to support this process, either from within their networks or sourced externally.
Consultation on designs for individual sites will need to happen regularly from concept diagrams through to detailed design plans.

The SHG should ensure they provide support for and work closely with Schools as the clients.
The PE and Sport Area data sheets available on the PfS website provide a useful starting point for developing detailed technical specifications for  each individual space for PE and Sport (both internal and external). These area data sheets can be adapted for your own specific requirements, however, where appropriate, minimum recommended specifications have been set out . 
As PE and Sports spaces are specialised practical areas, we recommend facilities are designed, constructed and installed by Sports Facility Professionals. 

KEY QUESTIONS TO CONSIDER THROUGHOUT THE DESIGN PROCESS:

· Are we reflecting our vision for PE and Sport?

· Are we transforming rather than modernising?

· Are we reflecting the needs of students, staff and the community?

· Are we ensuring specific needs are met – such as requirements of a National Governing Body of Sport ?

· Are we providing flexibility so students can personalise their learning?

· Are we considering relationships between/ integration of subject areas in our adjacencies?

· Are we ensuring PE and Sport / Healthy Lifestyles are reflected in the whole school design – including influencing informal spaces?

· Are we ensuring ICT is embedded in our learning spaces?

· Are we reflecting the individual school identity

· Are we considering how the school will operate and be managed during the day, evening and at weekends?

· Are we able to create sustainable buildings and grounds which can be managed and maintained effectively?

· Are we considering the importance of ancillary spaces to enable the delivery of our vision on a practical level, such as storage, laundry, café areas etc.
· Are we ensuring the external curriculum areas are seen by the designers as important as the internal curriculum areas?

EDUCATION DESIGN BRIEF

This document links the Local Authority and School Strategy for Change to the design documents, covering key policy areas and implications for design. For example, community use ethos, what access requirements will be needed to deliver this and how this will affect layout of sites.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS, F&E, &  FACILITY MANAGEMENT BRIEFS

These documents enable schools and the local authority to set out performance requirements and ‘outputs’ under the three key areas. For example – Furniture and Equipment will be required to be hard wearing, robust, easy to move, safe and comfortable for students and adults.

SCHEDULE OF ACCOMMODATION

This document is used to plan the number and size of spaces on each school site. The Interactive spreadsheet is populated with pupil places and then using drop down menu, suites of spaces can be added until you reach your sq metre allocation dictated by no. of projected pupils

AREA DATA SHEETS

Detailed technical data for each space (internal and external), including detail on dimensions, lighting, flooring, ventilation etc. These will form part of contractual documents that the private partner/ LEP will need to demonstrate they are able to deliver against.
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
